o holds an AGM each Spring with a 
guest speaker, and also special 
meetings as required; 

o holds a municipal all-candidates 
meeting every three years prior to 
the municipal election;  

o provides input to Saanich and the 
CRD on planning documents; and

meetings of the Saanich 
Community Association Network 
(SCAN) and other meetings as 
required.

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Special People Live Here 

David Calder ς Three Times an Olympian 
 

 

Sitting and chatting with David Calder is like taking a 

breath of fresh air. He has positive views on the 

environment, working with communities and helping 

young people achieve their goals.  His life philosophy 

is quite simple: anything is possible if you possess an 

open attitude and are not afraid of hard work – this 

allows you to create your own chances for success. 

He also believes that children should be allowed time 

to dream, because in a world in which dreams are 

given enough time, energy and resources anything is 

possible. 

 

According to David, “The messages our children hear 

at home, at school and through the media often 

promote insecurity, dependency and unhappiness. If 

we could replace these messages with more positive 

ones – ones that promote their dreams, encourages 

their talents and tells them that they can succeed – 

then they too will believe that they can achieve great 

goals and will see their dreams turn into reality.” 

 

David was 12 when he realized that Olympic 

medalists are ordinary people living in ordinary  

places who follow extraordinary dreams. With that 

realization he decided that he too could be an 

Olympian and embarked on his dream journey with 

the support of his family. 

 

Since that life-changing realization David has rowed 

for 18 years and has represented his community, the 

province, and the country with honour and pride. 

Before his silver-medal performance in China, with 

partner Scott Frandsen, David won 12 National 

Championship titles, 11 World Cup medals, and three 

World Championship titles. David has raced on three 

continents, in over 13 countries and in over 40 

international competitions. And, if he can gather the 

funding, he plans to race at the London Olympics in 

2012 with one goal: a gold medal. 

 

David lives in Broadmead with his wife Rachel and 

their two young children. They love it here. It’s  like 

“living in nature” according to David as he gazes out 

his front widow and looks up at huge trees. “The 

trails take you everywhere and the kids can walk or 

bike to school. We are in the country but at the same 

time I can catch a bus and get off a block from where 

I work. This is a great place to live and raise a family.”

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Artists of Broadmead 

Andy Lou 
  

Andy Shutse Lou was born and raised in China 
and received a Masters Degree in Fine Arts 
from the University of North Texas in 1988. 
His works have been exhibited and collected 
internationally. He has taught drawing, 
watercolour painting and Chinese Brush 
Painting for many years in Texas and 
California, as well as at UBC, Simon Fraser 
University and the University of Victoria. He 
has been teaching at the Summer School of 
the Visual Arts at Red Deer College in Alberta 
since 2001. He is also the co-author of three books on brush painting. He currently lives 
in the community where he is the art director and owner of A&A Gallery. 
 
Quietly sipping Chinese tea in his home on Falaise Crescent, Andy told me how he 
became an artist. Born before the Cultural Revolution in China, education was only 
available to him to the end of junior high school. Andy’s father, a renowned 
professional artist, became a farm labourer to make a living and insisted that Andy 
learn a skill in order to obtain better work. 
 
Prior to the closing of schools Andy’s father wanted him to learn sciences rather than 
art for a more secure future. However, without accessible schooling he taught Andy 
what he knew – the principles of traditional Chinese painting.  
 
With his artistic skills Andy was given a job in a porcelain shop where for eight years he 
painted Chinese lettering and symbols on porcelain. At the end of the Cultural 
Revolution in 1976 Andy applied to the Central Institute of Arts and Crafts in Beijing 
and was accepted because the entrance requirements tested his artistic skill rather 
than his academic background. 
 
After three years Andy was able to transfer to the affiliate California Institute of Arts 
and Crafts. He was the first art student from mainland China, and that unique position 
got him a full scholarship to the University of North Texas. Andy moved to San 
Francisco where he taught Chinese brush painting and then he relocated to Vancouver 
where he met his wife Alice. In 1994 Victoria became Andy’s home.  
 
Combining eastern and western culture Andy says, “The purpose of my landscape 
theme paintings is not to explain the world, but rather to pursue a universal balance 
between nature and the artist.”  For additional information please contact 
aalou@shaw.ca.

Our Community Covenants 

The covenants are one of the main reasons for the enduring desirability of 
Broadmead as a place to live. Their role is to keep our community attractive and 
in harmony with the natural environment of the area. This is the essential 
characteristic of Broadmead and what sets us apart from other communities.  
 
Broadmead is truly unique – it is made up of homes in beautiful natural settings 
with uncluttered streets and an unparalleled quality of life. But it takes work to 
keep it that way. 
 
Please be a responsible member of our community and comply with the 
requirements of our covenants. Doing so maintains the character of Broadmead 
and makes it such a great place to live.  

 
Motorhomes, RVs, Boats and Cars 

Most properties in Broadmead are limited by the covenants to having three 
cars visibly parked. Commercial vehicles, large trucks, motorhomes, RVs, boats 
and trailers are not permitted except in a screened area specifically approved 
by BARA.  

The vast majority of our residents comply with the covenant parking 
restrictions. Unfortunately, there are a few who seem to think that the rules 
don’t apply to them and that an unsightly clutter of vehicles is acceptable. 

If you have more than three cars visibly parked, have prohibited vehicles on 
your property or have ‘overflow’ vehicles parked on the roadway or in 
common parking spaces, you are in violation of the covenants and our 
community standards. Cars should be in your driveway or garage, with no 
more than three visible. 
 

Covenant Information 

The covenants are registered against titles of properties. Most homeowners will 
have a received a copy of the restrictions which apply to their neighbourhood 
when they purchased the home.  
 
BARA holds copies of most of the registered covenants. Please contact us if you 
have any questions about the covenants in your area – if you need a copy of the 
applicable covenant we will be pleased to provide it if we have it on file.

The Evolution of Broadmead  
 

Broadmead is a planned community, begun in 1965 and 
completed in the mid-nineties by Broadmead Farms Ltd. This 
company, under the early guidance of Gordon Rolston, Mike 
Nixon and, later, Merv Mawson, was committed to 
innovative environmental planning and preserving the 
natural beauty of the area. 
 
As a result of their vision and strict controls on development Broadmead grew into an award-winning 
community. It is a beautiful area in which to live and enjoy an unparalleled quality of life. 
 
When Broadmead Farms ended their operation in 1994 two registered non-profit societies were left in place, 
each run by resident volunteers. The longest-running society is the .ǊƻŀŘƳŜŀŘ !ǊŜŀ wŜǎƛŘŜƴǘǎΩ !ǎǎƻŎƛŀǘƛƻƴ 
(BARA), your community association since 1987. The second society was the Broadmead Covenant 
Enforcement Society (BCES). It was created in 1993 when Broadmead Farms Ltd. was completing the 
development of the community. BCES was given the task of monitoring and enforcing the covenants that are 
registered with the title to each property in Broadmead, to ensure that the high standards established during 
the period of development were retained over the long term.  
 
In 2008, BCES and BARA amalgamated to form one society in order to more efficiently serve the residents of 
Broadmead. The Covenant Management Committee is a standing committee of BARA chaired by the Vice 
President and reporting to the BARA Board of Directors.  
 

Trails in Broadmead

Trails in Saanich Parks continue to be well used, and the Broadmead neighbourhood is no 
exception. Although opinions about some routes vary, the shared use of trails is important. 
Saanich Parks strives to educate all trail users on its ‘Share the Trail’ program, which 
includes five main points: Keep to the Right, Control your Speed, Warn Others when 
Passing, Control and Clean up after Pets and Respect the Environment and Neighbours.  
 
There continues to be different opinions about the Royal Oak Trail. Over the coming 

months, Saanich Parks is committed to finding a way to re-engage the community and to consult with BARA, 
the Saanich Parks Trails & Recreation Advisory Committee as well as the Bicycle & Pedestrian Advisory 
Committee. 
 
In the interim, sign/map improvements will be made on the Rithet's Bog section from Shadywood through to 
the Royal Oak underpass. Cyclists will be re-directed to use the Royal Oak Avenue route while the trail from 
Shadywood along the north side of the bog will be signed for pedestrians only.

RithetÙs Bog Update

Victoria Natural History Society article:  The lead article in the latest issue of the 
Victoria Naturalist is, “An Update on Rithet’s Bog” by Sharon Hartwell. Watch for 
it soon on our web site, www.rithetsbog.org.  
 
Bark beetle survey: Experts from the Pacific Forestry Centre conducted a bark 
beetle survey in the central pine forest and did not find Western Pine Bark 
Beetle. However, another rather uncommon species was found feeding on pines 

that were already in poor shape due to orange blister rust, which eventually girdles infected trees, weakening 
them so they break readily in high winds.  
 
Purple Sanicle rare plant population:  A restoration project for the trailside population is proceeding under the 
direction of James Miskelly. Throughout the summer volunteers have cleared most of the blackberry and 
broom from the adjacent hillside. The next step is the removal of non-native grasses in preparation for 
planting native grass seedlings.  
 
Vancouver Island Ringlet: James Miskelly and Darren Copley made a major discovery this summer when they 
observed female butterflies laying eggs on dead grass.  Their eggs had never been found before. Dr. Jeremy 
Tatum filmed the sequence of hatching, development and emergence from the chrysalis. 
 
The swallow nest boxes have had a high occupancy rate and more will be provided next year. Cattail control 
did not occur this year due to a drop in funding for Ducks Unlimited. We are working on solving problems of 
bicycles on the trail and feral cats destroying native birds.
